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In 1910, the United Presbyterian Church in North American 

formally adopted a set of mission statements prompted by 

questions like, ñWhy church?  Why does it exist?  What is its 

purpose?ò  I wonder how you and I might answer those 

questions today. 
 

Throughout the month of May we will be spending time with 

each of the "Six Great Ends of the Church".   Nine decades 

and two denominational mergers later, these statements 

continue to shape our understanding of what it means to live as 

the ñBody of Christò, the ñcalled out onesò  -- which is the 

literal meaning of the New Testament term translated óchurchô.   
 

Each of the ñGreat Endsò speaks to a particular need, and a 

particular essential: 

 

May 3 #1:  The proclamation of the Gospel for the salvation 

                         of humankind 

May 10 #2:  The shelter, nurture, and spiritual fellowship of  

                        the children of God 

May 17 #3:  The maintenance of Divine worship 

May 24 #4:  The preservation of the truth  

May 31 #5:  The promotion of social righteousness 

June 7 #6:  The exhibition of the Kingdom of Heaven to the 

                        world

Resurrection House (RH) is one of 

many local missions supported by the Chapel.  It  is 

Sarasotaôs day resource center for the homeless.  

Founded by six Sarasota churches, including First 

Presbyterian, their mission statement reads: ñWe are a 

faith-based resource center, committed to the 

alleviation of the suffering of the homeless by offering 

physical, emotional, and spiritual help and by serving 

as a bridge from despair to dignity.ò 

Two great needs are volunteers and contributions,  

especially since they receive no local, state, or federal 

funds.  RH is open  Monday-Friday from 8:30 to 4:00, 

where these necessary services are provided: 

1. A place to stay 

2. Job counseling 

3. Referrals for rental apartments and rooms, the 

Salvation Army for daily meals and temporary 

lodging, and alcohol and drug centers 

4. Emergency temporary housing for families 

5. Treatment by a volunteer physician, who may refer 

them for other medical care 

6. Two-dollar monthly bus passes 

7. A mailing address so they can receive mail 

 

CONTRIBUTIONS NEEDED:  clothes, menôs jeans, 

casual shoes, work boots and new or reconditioned 

bicycles (to get to work), towels, washcloths, and 

backpacks.  Cash contributions are used to provide eye 

glasses, local phone calls, and coffee.   

VOLUNTEERS ARE NEEDED to greet clients and 

sign them up for a shower, laundry, locker, or haircut.  

They also work in the laundry, where a client may 

leave laundry to be washed and dried.
