In February we celebrated Stewardship Sunday|
God calls us to be goodestards of our health, as
well asour finances.In today's culture being a good
steward in matters of our physical body is differen
than it was years ago. Many of us remember whegn
the family doctor came to the house to see us whegn
we weren't feeling well. We were not expected t
know what our symptoms meant or if they required
trip to the ER. We just listened to what the docto
told us to do and did it.Today we are expected

know how to negotiate in the Health Care System and
to be an integral player on the Health Care Team.

How are we to do this?

Given the fact thatvisits with the doctor today av-
erage 15 - 18 minutes per patient for a routine d-
fice visit, it is important for us to be ready to ds-
CUSS our concerns

These mayinclude:

1 what symptoms we are experiencing,
1 how long they have persisted,
1 and how severe they are.

We arerequired to have allour prescriptions on a
list or in our heads. Then there are the inquiries

about the number of vitamins, minerals and

herbs we take. Exercise is also brought up in the
physician-patient interview as well as how we deal
with stress. That is a tall order for us"the pa-

tient".

In orderfor your office visit to besuccessfylit is
important to be preparetb answer questions like
these Plan to take notes during the visit or take a
friend (advocate)with you. This is helpful because
sometimes we are nervous or in pain and may miss
what is being said.

Ask questiors if there is something you don't a-
derstand. Know what to expectfrom the medica-
tions.

If you need additional helpto understanding your
medications, lab tests or treatments, | am here to
assist you. Remember the role of a Parish Nurse
isto partner with you in your health and well be-
ing. Just call the office or drop by and see me
